% IN THE EVENT OF SNOW: Please do not park your car in the street for 48 hours after a snow fall so
the Delanco Public Works can clear the streets from curb to curb eliminating the buildup of ice along the
curbs. State Law requires that no snow is to be thrown into the street after the streets have been plowed.
