e If you buy a new TV, see if the retailer will take your old one.

 Goodwill Donation Centers work with an Ewaste Recycler to take
non-working, intact, TVs and computers for recycling.

e The following towns have ewaste dropoffs for their residents ONLY:
Bordentown City, Evesham, Florence, Maple Shade, Medford Twp.,
Mt. Laurel, Pemberton Twp., Shamong, Tabernacle and Wrightstown.
(Some of these towns also offer curbside pickup by appointment -
call your town for details).

e Residents may bring up to 2 computer monitors/TVs to the County
Resource Recovery Complex in Mansfield. There is a $20 fee for more
than 2 of these units. Other computer parts and electronic equipment
are accepted for free.

The situation is very volatile and more sites could close.
Check with a location before bringing your ewaste to them
or visit burlcorecycles.com for updates.

Urge your legislators to pass the Ewaste Bill (S981/A2375)
to bring back free, convenient ewaste recycling!
